7. Bill Glidewell/Apollo Modernization Grant Plan – A Grant Plan update was presented to the Board. Some items discussed were the approximate 5 year waiting time; how during this time Apollo actively seeks additional grant opportunities for things such as leaking roofs, insulation, etc.; the grant covers all costs for anything necessary to complete the job without worry of cost overruns.

· FP 282 Adaptive and Inclusive Technology Grant – waiting.  This grant looks promising for approval.

· Emergency Repair Grant – waiting.

· Facility update proposal, Multi-use facility – Study and Survey.  Every 6 years the building gets evaluated, rated, and scored so there is a better understanding of what facilities are like in different schools.

· Generator – A discussion took place on usability solutions for the generator and to get it up and running.
· Bus parking concern, weekends – The community has voiced concerns with bus parking and crosswalk visibility. These concerns were addressed by talking to the professionals and we are confident we are operating within the parameters of what is legal and safe.

· Barriers around school – The ESD has a safety concern regarding no boundaries or barriers around the school while in session. Fencing works but another option could be plantings.
· Transition Kindergarten – Continued talks are being held with OSPI regarding a transitional Kindergarten class to create an Early Learning space at the school. This helps prepare students in numerous ways for the new year.

· Special Ed. Coop. ESD 112 – It would benefit the school to enter into an agreement with the ESD 112 Special Ed. Coop.  By not partnering with them, there is vulnerabilities for the school.  Entering into a contract, ESD would own our Special Ed Dept. and be financially responsible for all costs incurred.
